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ABSTRACT

New objective method for psychological receptivity to culture gaps has been developed using Saitoh discrete wavelets.
With this method, 21 letters by a student studying abroad have been analyzed. Both W-curve line and twice shock
waves for cross-fertilization in cultures were shown, which has been supported as a common fact theoretically. This is in
agreement with subjective hypnosis by Atkinson and Gulthorn.
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
